81 POLICE REPORT

83 ITEMS FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Christmas Decoration & Lights 

A reply received from the Community Council’s insurers confirmed that the existing public liability section of the policy would extend to include legal liability, subject to the relevant conditions.  Temporary property damage liability would also be provided up to an estimated sum of £200.  The Council agreed to provide the Christmas tree and lights in Chester Road to be installed by Streetscene.
Feasibility Study by Groundwork Services Ltd

It was noted that the Deputy Chief Executive of Groundwork Wrexham & Flintshire had confirmed that they should be in a position to report to the Community Council by 5th March.
Resident Only Parking Schemes, High Street
The replies received to the consultation questionnaire distributed to residents of High Street by Councillors Dutton, MacDonald and Blackmore, were reviewed.  It was clear that there was no overall support for changes to the parking arrangements.
Accordingly, it was decided to monitor the situation for the foreseeable future.

Motor Car Tracks on football Field

The Chairman report that she had made enquiries with Gresford Trust who had stainless steel bollards that were surplus to their requirements and could be made available to restrict access onto Allington Park by cars.  There would be a cost for installation.  One bollard would have to be re-tractable to enable gang mowers onto the field for grass cutting. 
It was decided to obtain quotations for carrying out the work.  

Tidy Towns Grant Aided Projects
The Clerk reported that Officers of Wrexham CBC wanted to meet representatives on the Community Council in the next two weeks to discuss what the Council had in mind for Gresford in Bloom 2009 and how they could help.
